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A LETTER TO THE CITIZENS OF LUCAS COUNTY

We are pleased to provide you the Lucas County Juvenile Court’s Annual Report for 2013.
Throughout the year, the Court has continued to focus its efforts to efficiently and effectively
operate the Court. The success we achieved in 2013 is directly related to the long term strategies
and investments we began several years ago in building a continuum of community based
alternatives for juvenile offenders. In addition, the court has continued to build partnerships and
collaborate with community agencies and members to build and enhance services for youth and
families, including abused and neglected children involved in the child welfare system. The Court
is proud of the efforts that have focused on breaking down silos and building bridges and
partnerships in the community. What began as detention reform work in 2000, has evolved into
the development of a broader array of services for youth and families. As this continuum of
services has expanded, so has the community’s involvement in this partnership. We still have
much work to do, and are excited about engaging the community as we move forward.

Our progress and day-to-day success, detailed in the narratives, extensive charts, and tables
following, is evidence of the programming and initiatives of Lucas County Court of Common Pleas,
Juvenile Division, under the leadership of Administrative Judge Denise Navarre Cubbon and Judge
Connie F. Zemmelman. May this data be used to generate discussion, with the goal of ensuring that
the families of Lucas County receive the kind of care, protection, guidance, and treatment that
serves the best interest of the community and the best welfare of the child/youth. The Judges and
staff have concern not only for resolving cases in Court but also for improving family life, personal
relationships, education, and treatment for children, youth, and families within the community, by
continually assessing and improving juvenile justice services. The Court also strives to provide
services with the goal of ensuring the safety of the community.

Any success that we have achieved is directly attributed to the commitment and dedication of the
staff at the Lucas County Juvenile Court, our partners in the community, and the youth and families
that we serve. Despite a 30% reduction in staff over the years, decreased Reclaim funding, the
Court has continued to achieve its mission and goals through the hard work and innovation of our
staff.

A nationwide action of over 200 county and 39 state juvenile justice systems committed to
launching improvements comprises the Juvenile Detention Alternatives Initiative (JDAI). Since
becoming one of Ohio’s initial JDAI sites in 2010, the Lucas County Juvenile Court has contributed
to juvenile justice reform efforts with the technical assistance of the Annie E. Casey Foundation
and the Ohio Department of Youth Services. As stated previously, these reforms go well beyond
detention and have resulted in improvements to the system. The eight core strategies in the JDAI
framework, which include: Community Collaboration, Data Driven Decision Making, Objective
Admissions into Secure Confinement, Alternatives to Detention, Expedited Case Processing,
Serving the Needs of Special Populations, Addressing Racial and Ethnic Disparities and Improving
Conditions of Confinement will continue to impact Lucas County residents and change the
outcome for future generations.

Has JDAI impacted Lucas County in the last 4 years? Yes, we have seen:
Juvenile crime in Lucas County has decreased by 25% since 2009.

Bookings of juveniles in Lucas County have decreased by 46% since 2009.
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Here are a few highlights of the Lucas County Juvenile Court’s accomplishments in 2013:
239 Youth screened in the Assessment Center during its first three months of operation. The

Assessment Center was opened in October 1, 2013, after years of planning. Itis a non-secure
diversion alternative at the Juvenile Court. It was accomplished as a result of building a new
process, restructuring staff, and very little new funding.

13 Years of Family Drug Court. Seven parents successfully completed FDC program in 2013, which
resulted in 9 children reunified or who remained in home with parents.

24272 Case plans reviewed by Citizens Review Board.

16 Foot cedar strip canoe built by six at risk and Court-involved girls in the annual CITE boat
building program. (see Program Narratives/Community Integration and Training for Employment-
CITE for more information)

6+ Hours of education are offered daily and year-round for every youth in the Juvenile Detention
Center (JDC).

12,000 Hours of service performed by Volunteer Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASA)
representing the best interests of children involved in the Court system, primarily in cases
involving dependency, neglect or abuse.

The Lucas County Pathways to Success Initiative is funded by the Child Welfare-Education System
Collaborations to Increase Educational Stability grant through the Administration for Children and
Families, U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The goal of this partnership between the
Lucas County Juvenile Court, Lucas County Children Services, Toledo Public Schools, Educational
Service Center of Lake Erie West, and other community stakeholders is to improve educational
outcomes for youth in foster care. This has been an amazing example of what can be accomplished
when agencies work together to improve outcomes for children in Lucas County.

We are proud to submit this Annual Report for 2013 to the citizens of Lucas County, Ohio for your
review and look forward to a community engaged as we strive to ensure the juvenile justice
system is fair, equitable and works for the overall betterment of our community.

Department Achievements of 2013

e Employee Handbook/Policy & Procedure Manual was revised, updated, and made available
electronically to employees.

e Drafted and negotiated contracts, memoranda of understanding, and other agreements for
services for youth/families, implementation of court programs, and funding requirements.

e Drafted over 200 judgment entries for Juvenile Court Judges ruling on objections and motions.

e Reviewed and analyzed Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) requirements and assisted in
implementation of new standards for juvenile facilities.

e Drafted and issued three new Local Rules in 2013 concerning specialized dockets/drug court,
indigency, and VOICES.

The Court’s General Counsel drafts and negotiates contracts for services from community
providers and placement agencies and also maintains knowledge of relevant rules, legislation, and
case law to manage implementation of changes in the law. Additional highlights include
responding to requests from the public for information and access to Court records, handling
public complaints, working with Human Resources concerning employment law issues and
investigations, advising Court administration and departments, coordinating with Magistrates on
the resolution of matters before the Court, and providing research and writing support for the
Juvenile Court Judges.

Members of the Legal Department also perform in various leadership roles by serving on or

chairing committees within the Court and providing training/education for Court staff, local
attorneys, and for judicial officers and attorneys statewide.
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COURT APPOINTED SPECIAL ADVOCATES

Carol Martin, Director

Department Achievements of 2013

e Lucas County CASA volunteers advocated for 663 dependent, neglected and/or abused
children in 2013.

e Lucas County CASA requires CASA volunteers to complete 12 hours of training annually. In
2013, 75.5 hours of Rule 48 training was offered by the CASA Office. Over 200 additional
training opportunities were posted on the CASA website for easy access by both CASA and
Attorney/Guardian Ad Litem (GAL). CASA tracks training completed for both CASA/GAL and
Attorney/GAL. All Attorney/GAL are invited to CASA sponsored GAL training events and have
access to the complete training schedule on the CASA website.

e Lucas County CASA developed and sustained a recruitment plan that included three public
informational meetings, a recruitment newspaper ad, and numerous public speaking
engagements by CASA staff. This effort resulted in 26 new CASA/GAL in 2013.

e Lucas County CASA was selected as a primary grant recipient of the 2014 Marathon Golf
Classic. The grant will enable CASA to hire a part-time CASA Emancipation Specialist to focus
on serving the special needs of youth emancipating from foster care.

e Lucas County CASA held a volunteer recognition and fundraising event in November. Lucas
County CASA Donald Darnell was chosen as the Ohio CASA Pro Star CASA Volunteer of the Year
(2013). He was honored by over 300 child advocates at the Ohio CASA State Conference in
September. CASA raised over $10,000 at the November 'Turn Hurt 2 Hope' event, which is
earmarked to support the training and advocacy efforts of CASA/GAL.

The most important job of the CASA department is to provide well trained, volunteer CASA
advocates for child victims that enter the juvenile justice and child welfare systems through no
fault of their own. In 2013, 205 CASA volunteers served as GAL to 663 child victims. Last year 655
new children entered the juvenile justice system case load as child victims of dependency, neglect
and/or abuse. CASA volunteers served 40% of those children and donated over 12,000 hours to
Lucas County. Support of these volunteers, and increasingly of Attorney/GAL, is paramount.

CASA has increasingly embraced technology to better serve its GAL. The CASA website has become
the GAL information hub for accessing interactive report forms, training calendars, release forms,
articles, etc. Cases are sent electronically and nearly all communication with CASA volunteers and
Attorney/GAL is done via email. Becoming a technically savvy office has allowed CASA to grow
without increased personnel. The CASA Office is able to support 205 volunteers due, in no small
part, to embracing technological advances and encouraging its volunteers to do the same. In
addition, the 2013 CASA staff, all of whom are talented and hardworking, bonded as a team
allowing better community collaboration and service to our CASA/GAL and the children we serve.
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On-going GAL training is essential to maintaining the highest caliber CASA/GAL. The Supreme
Court of Ohio recognized this two years ago and implemented new requirements for GAL (Rule 48
eligible training). In response, Lucas County CASA heightened emphasis on offering high caliber,
in-service, Rule 48 training for both CASA and Attorneys GAL. Training opportunities are emailed,
posted on the CASA website, and publicized in the CASA Office. The CASA Office offered Rule 48
training monthly (at a minimum) with a total of 75.5 hours of Rule 48 qualified training offered in
2013. Concerted efforts to recruit volunteer attendees to the National and Ohio CASA conferences
were made including securing two scholarships from The Ohio CASA Association and financial
reimbursement from the CASA/CRB Advisory Board for eligible CASA or Attorney/GAL. In
September 2013, eleven (11) Lucas County CASA/GAL volunteers attended the 2013 Ohio
CASA/GAL State Conference where they fulfilled their 2013 training requirements in full.

A few years ago, the CASA department identified a need that was not being met, but would cost
substantial dollars to ameliorate. Each year teens emancipate from the child welfare system, many
of whom have no family on which to rely. Although LCCS works to reach this population through
their excellent Independent Living program, the youth is still left on their own. Their futures are
often grim, with homelessness, poverty, incomplete educations, and even incarceration and
pregnancy likely. CASA applied for a Marathon Classic Golf Tournament grant and learned in
December 2013 that they had been selected as a primary charity recipient. The application was
for money to hire a part time CASA emancipation specialist whose job would be to find a way for
CASA/GAL to better serve this needy population of emancipating teens. The CASA Office looks
forward to hiring an emancipation specialist in early 2015.

A major goal of the Lucas County CASA department is to have more child victims served by well
trained, caring CASA volunteers. Historically, 40-50% of child victims are afforded a CASA
annually; the remainder of the children are assigned Attorneys/GAL. In 2013, the CASA
administrative staff created and implemented a recruitment plan, which included increasing the
number of county-wide recruitment events (CASA Informational Meetings) from one to three.
Sites were carefully chosen to attract citizens, with a special emphasis on minority recruitment.
About one half of the children served are minority children; approximately 22% of CASA
volunteers are minorities. CASA is working to increase the number of minority CASA volunteers to
more closely match the population served. In addition, CASA has made a concentrated effort to
form relationships with both The Toledo Blade and regional newspapers to increase community
awareness.

Support and recognition of CASA volunteers is critical. Being a CASA volunteer is difficult. The
volunteer works alone in the field, rarely receives a thank you from the child, the family, service
providers or other professionals on the case. They must be self-motivated and in little need of
praise to last as a CASA. The CASA Office works diligently to recognize the good work of its CASA
volunteers on a daily basis. Annually a volunteer recognition event is held and each year
exceptional volunteers are awarded honors at the local level and nominated for corresponding
awards at the state and national levels. A lot of time and effort goes into the recruitment, training
and maintenance of a CASA volunteer. The more experience and training they acquire, the more
valuable they become as an effective child advocate. We do not want to lose them. In addition,
recognition of CASA volunteers bolsters community awareness and contributes to recruitment
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efforts. This year a devoted, masterful CASA volunteer, Donald Darnell, was recognized by the Ohio
CASA Association as the outstanding CASA volunteer statewide for those serving two years or less.

The CASA program has an Advisory Board with persons experienced and competent in public
relations who volunteer their time to help CASA find ways to educate the public on our mission
and recruit volunteers. In 2013, their efforts proved invaluable to the Lucas County CASA Program.
The fundraising event was spearheaded by the Advisory Board to raise additional funds to support
the work and recognition of CASA's 205 CASA volunteers. CASA partnered with The Toledo Blade
and other area companies to produce a wonderful evening and successful first annual "Turn Hurt 2
Hope' event.

CITIZENS REVIEW BOARD

Carol Martin, Director

Department Achievements of 2013

o CRB established a positive, collaborative relationship with Lucas County Children Services staff,
resulting in 100% caseworker compliance with requests for information.

e A new CRB review form was created and implemented to gather better and more pertinent
review information.

e CRB reviewed 2,422 LCCS case plans—85 more than the previous year. All case plans were
reviewed timely per the Ohio Revised Code timeline.

e New CRB Office Manager hired.

e  CRB recruitment focused on minority recruitment.

The Citizens Review Board has the ability to call for case worker and/or guardian ad litem (GAL)
appearances before the CRB if a case plan or case plan issue cannot be understood. In prior years,
a number of case worker and GAL appearances were held annually. In 2013, the CRB director and
new CRB Office Manager (Susan DeAngelis) designed a plan to gather more information in an
efficient and cooperative manner. Ms. DeAngelis worked to establish a new type of relationship,
based on respect and a desire to work collaboratively for the benefit of the child. The plan worked
so well that 100% of CRB questions were answered to CRB members' satisfaction and no case
worker appearances needed to happen. This is a substantial savings of time to both the CRB
Board, the case workers and the guardians ad litem.

A complete overhaul of the CRB paper review form was completed in 2013. The project was led by
CRB director, Carol Martin, CRB Office Manager, Susan DeAngelis with valuable input from the
Citizen Review Board members. A new form was needed to make case plan progress easier to
evaluate and record. The redesign was extremely well received by CRB Board members and CRB
staff.

The Ohio Revised Code mandates what is required of a Citizen Review Board. The Lucas County
Citizen Review Board is in complete compliance with those stipulations, adhering to Code
requirements and timelines. The all-volunteer CRB Boards are extremely proud of their
professionalism and the role they play in seeing a child to a safe, permanent home.

CRB is making a concentrated effort to recruit additional minority Board members to better reflect

the population of the children served. All CRB Board members must have professional experience
working with children. CRB openings are few, but minorities will be actively pursued.
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PROBATION

Michael Brennan, Probation Administrator

Department Achievements of 2013

e Provided Support and Leadership in change management.

e Provided extensive training for staff.

e Initiated the plans for the restructuring and realignment of staff.

e Increased system collaboration and partnerships in the community.

e Continued to implement and enhance the skill level of Probation Officers utilizing the EPICS
Model: Effective Practices in Community Supervision.

The Probation Department began the plans for restructuring in 2013, which will continue
throughout 2014. The project began as a means of transitioning our Intake Department into
traditional case management, in an effort to promote continuity of care with the youth and
families that we serve from beginning to end. As part of restructuring, the realignment of staff will
better serve the needs of the clients and community we serve. The Resource Staffing Team is a
good example of a process that was restructured to achieve a better balance of juvenile justice and
clinical perspectives, as well as increasing the level of diversity on the team. We are committed to
increasing the level of community and family engagement for probation officers, building upon
relationships that develop through the use of EPICS and Motivational Interviewing. This transition
from a sequential approach to case management and case planning to a more holistic approach is
going to be a significant paradigm shift for staff. It will be an administrative and management
responsibility to work with and guide staff through this transition.

The ability to manage change is a constant challenge. Probation has been (and will continue to be)
impacted by the opening of the Assessment Center, as well as programming and initiatives in
which they are major players. Crossover, JDAI, Re-Entry, MST, specialty Courts and dockets, EPICS,
and Motivational Interviewing, all impact our day-to-day business. The manner in which probation
staff responded to organizational change is something to be lauded.

Ongoing training, while necessary, has also been a constant management challenge throughout
2013. The entire Probation Department received 24 hours of Motivational Interviewing Training,
12 hours of Trauma Training, along with similar hours for the Crossover Process, EPICS and JDAI
More training will follow in 2014 as the change process continues. The department is to be
commended for the completion of extensive training this year which represents the commitment
to improve

Probation has established positive relationships with other systems and service providers in the
community. In turn, this contributed to many successful intersystem ventures, including the
following: 1) Crossover (joint case management with youth that are dually involved with LCCS); 2)
Juvenile Sex Offender Community-based Treatment (co-facilitated treatment groups with Harbor
Behavioral Healthcare); 3) Multi-Systemic Therapy (Zepf Center); 4) an educational specialist,
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contracted through Toledo Public Schools to assist with educational planning for our deep end
youth; 5) the Youth Advocate Program, Inc., which provides mentoring to probation youth and has
partnered with the Court to assist with the Re-Entry Treatment Center, Community Treatment
Center and Juvenile Treatment Court, and 6) a cooperative effort with five substance abuse
providers who have agreed to use the Seven Challenges curriculum and the Reclaiming Futures
Model with Court-involved youth.

Lastly, probation officers continue to embrace the Effective Practices in Community Supervision
(EPICS) model in working with youth they supervise. EPICS is an evidenced-based program
developed by the University of Cincinnati that stresses the need to build a strong working
relationship with juvenile offenders while focusing on reducing criminogenic factors. The model
challenges the traditional methods of probation supervision, moving from a compliance-based
model to a change-based approach. EPICS emphasizes teaching youth concrete, simple skills they
can use to improve their daily lives while reducing their risk of recidivism.
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JUVENILE DETENTION CENTER

Department Achievements of 2013

e Becoming compliant with Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) regulations.

e Art Integrated Math expansion to five days a week, including summer.

e Utilizing alternate housing to support JDAI initiatives.

e Improving conditions of confinement by ensuring all youth are assigned to appropriate units
that provide the most supportive conditions.

o |dentifying education as a priority. We provide over six hours of education, and also offer
individual G.E.D. and O.G.T sessions for youth.

Detention’s staff priority is to continue in providing a safe and supportive atmosphere for our
youth. We also amended many policies and invested funds in ensuring PREA standards to protect
youth and staff. We continue to utilize Rational Behavior Training (RBT) to assist youth in their
decision making.

Lucas County Juvenile Detention Center (JDC) provides temporary detention for delinquent youth.
As set forth in the Ohio Revised Code, JDC 1) provides temporary, secure detention for youth who
present a danger to themselves or the community, or who may abscond pending the disposition of
cases and 2) to coordinate social, psychological psychiatric evaluations in order to assist and
advise the Court in dispositional recommendations; ultimately finding the right service for the
right youth at the right time.

Lucas County Juvenile Court and Detention continues to follow the principles set forth in the
Juvenile Detention Alternatives Initiative (JDAI) framework to ensure that youth are being served
in the most appropriate, yet least restrictive, environment that protects the community while
rehabilitating youth. The eight core strategies in this framework include Community
Collaboration, Data Driven Decision Making, Objective Admissions into secure confinement,
Alternatives to Detention, Expedited Case Processing, serving the needs of Special Populations,
addressing Racial and Ethnic Disparities and improving Conditions of Confinement. Lucas County
remains committed to continually assessing and improving juvenile justice services. More
information can be found on JDAI at www.aecf.org.

As aresult of its JDAI efforts bookings and admissions into secure detention have continued to
decrease since 2000. Since 2009, when Lucas County officially became a JDAI site, bookings have
decreased by 46%, from 3,295 bookings in 2009 to 2,430 in 2013. Likewise, the Average Daily
Population (number of youth in JDC on an average day) dropped from 67.3 in 2009 to 36.6 in
2013.

The decrease in the use of secure detention has not compromised community safety. Juvenile
Crime has decreased in Lucas County by 25% since 2009. Also, detention alternatives have helped
ensure appearance at Court as the Failure to Appear (at Court Hearings) rate has also decreased
by 5.7% since 2009.

The October 1, 2013 opening of the Lucas County Assessment Center, a result of two years of
community planning and collaboration, contributed to the reductions in detention bookings. Cases
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that had previously been served in JDC such as Safe School Ordinance, Unruly, Domestic Violence
now meet with Social Workers in the Assessment Center and are linked to services in the
community that can immediately help meet the youth’s and family’s needs. Between October 1,
2013 and December 31, 2013, 239 youth were served in the Assessment Center.

The Court and Toledo Public Schools have partnered together to reduce the number of Safe School
(SSO) filings and provide behavioral alternatives for youth who may get in trouble in school. The
Assessment Center handled 58 SSO filings during the last quarter of 2013 and only four (4) youth
were admitted to |DC during that same time for SSO. There has been a 65% reduction in SSO
bookings since 2009.

Lucas County Juvenile Detention also strives for the highest quality Conditions of Confinement.
During 2013, ensuring that youths’ educational needs were being met was a priority. Toledo
Public Schools provide educational services in JDC. Over six hours of education are offered every
day during the week year round for every youth in JDC. Individual G.E.D and O.G.T. sessions are
also provided for youth. An Educational Specialist helps youth transition out of incarceration back
into the school environment.

After school hours, youth participate in psycho-educational groups conducted by the Juvenile
Detention Officers that use Rational Behavioral Training pro-social skills and how to make healthy
and safe decisions. RBT also provides the fundamental basis for the cognitive based behavior
management system utilized in JDC. This approach which incorporates praise, logical
consequences and disinvolvement greatly reduces the need for seclusion and isolation. The youth
in ]DC spend their days in the common areas on the units learning and are only confined to their
rooms during sleeping hours.

JDC staff also worked diligently in 2013 to comply with the federal Prison Rape Elimination Act.
Safety for both staff and youth in the facility is of utmost importance. Youth are taught multiple
ways that they can report sexual abuse in the facility. The Juvenile Court website was also updated,
per policy, for any interested party to file a concern about sexual abuse in a Lucas County Juvenile
Court Facility: https://www.co.lucas.oh.us/FormCenter/PREA-8 /PREA-Sexual-Misconduct-
Reporting-Form-43.

Lucas County Juvenile Detention Center and the Court look forward to building upon the successes
of 2013 in 2014. JDC is committed to continuous quality improvement in its operations.
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YOUTH TREATMENT CENTER

Department Achievements of 2013

e Increased security by staffing the control booth 24 hours through budget increases provided
by the Ohio Department of Youth Services.

e Decreased vulnerable areas throughout the facility with upgrades to the building as a means to
begin compliance with the Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA).

e Committed to ongoing program fidelity through quality assurance visits from the University of
Cincinnati, consistent pre and post assessments of resident's understanding and application of
the treatment concepts.

e Supported successful educational transition with partnership with the Toledo Public Schools
Education Specialist.

e Developed and implemented gender specific female group for females placed at YTC.

YTC has shown a commitment to providing a safe and secure environment and ensuring effective
service delivery to the residents at YTC and their families. As part of the ongoing examination of
the use of out-of-home and/or secure placements, improving security measures was an important
goal for 2013. Increased security and safety was achieved through staffing the control booth for
24 hours, increasing video surveillance equipment, installing mirrors to decrease potential blind
spots and adding windows to doors for greater visibility into rooms. These safety improvements
were funded by the Ohio Department of Youth Services and are a significant step toward YTC's
efforts to become compliant with PREA. The improvements will be used in 2014 when the
Department of Justice audits YTC's compliance with this Act. With a safe and secure environment,
residents and their families are able to focus on the work necessary to disengage from delinquent
behavior. Continuing to reevaluate and improve the interventions to assist them in doing this work
is essential to effective service delivery.

Reevaluations and improvements occurred through the observations and recommendations from
the University of Cincinnati, residents’ scores comparing their pro-criminal thoughts prior to
treatment with their pro-criminal thoughts post treatment, and the addition of a gender specific
group for the female residents. Educationally, some residents successfully transitioned back into
their home school with the support of an education specialist contracted through the Toledo
Public Schools.

The Clerk's Main Office went from a segmented structure to a more organized case flow structure.
As all cases essentially travel the same route, teams of clerks were formed around the major steps
in a flow process: Intake, Scheduling, Case Prep, and Disposition. The process was improved and
cross-training was provided to the clerks, thereby making each more knowledgeable. Further, this
removed unnecessary barriers, better deployed the work with fairer distribution, and helped
ensure work was completed in a timely manner. During this process the Clerk’s Office promoted a
teamwork mentality through better value of individuals while improving morale.

Recognizing there was an imbalance of bailiff representation of the eight magistrates,
reassignments were made to make the workload more equitable and to provide better service.
The department changed overhead signage to list the names of the magistrates served by each
group of bailiffs, reducing confusion among the public and others. A process of training the bailiffs
to handle new case types was also begun.

Lastly, document imaging work continued inter-departmentally with Intake and Mediation. Strides
in imaging have laid the groundwork to move to a new computer system. The File Room staff
stepped up and met the challenge to have all case documents filed, timely back-loading of imaging,
and other matters in preparation for the installation of an additional Jeter Movable Carriage
Shelving System.
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ASSESSMENT CENTER

Jim Sworden, Director

Program Achievements of 2013

e Opened October1, 2013.

e 239 youth were screened from October 1 to December 31.

e Youth were screened using evidenced-based screening tool, the GAIN-SS, RAI.

e The Assessment Center was launched with no new funding.

e New relationships have been formed with community partners including Law Enforcement,
Mental Health, and LCBDD.

The Lucas County Youth Assessment Center (LCYAC) opened on Oct 1, 2013, after more than two
years of planning with our community partners. From October 1 to December 31, 239 youth were
screened using evidence-based screening tools, the GAIN-SS and the RAI Use of these tools
directly assisted staff in determining the need for community-based services and a youth'’s
eligibility for diversion.

This new program was started with no new funding sources. Existing grants and staff were
reallocated and repositioned in order to launch. Prior to the LCYAC opening, multiple community
partners involved themselves in the development of this program. A special thank you to the
community partners that assisted in the development and the ongoing mission of the LCYAC.

Working with the community the Court is now able to ensure the right youth go to “The right place
at the right time.”
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PATHWAYS TO SUCCESS INITATIVE (PTSI)

Marjory Curry, Program Coordinator

Program Achievements of 2013

e Developed a process for working directly with teachers, psychologists, school counselors, and
principals to implement trauma-informed strategies in the classroom.

e Presented information to all of the Toledo Public School (TPS) teachers, principals, counselors,
and psychologists regarding the Lucas County Pathways to Success Initiative.

e Presented information pertaining to PtSI to all of the superintendents of the outlying school
districts.

e Developed a process to address transportation issues that prevent students from remaining in
their school.

e The executives of Lucas County Children Services, Lucas County Juvenile Court and Toledo
Public Schools signed a MOU effective August 1, 2013 agreeing to work together to improve
the educational outcomes for youth in foster care.

Lucas County Pathways to Success Initiative focuses primarily on maintaining placement and
school enrollment when doing so would be in the child's best interest. Emphasis is placed on
preserving the youth’s school enrollment when the youth initially enters care. Additionally, PtSI
offers services to keep the youth in their school of origin even when a placement has disrupted—
breaching the historical practice that a new placement means a new school. When transportation
becomes a barrier for youth to remain in their school of origin, PtSI partners with Toledo Public
Schools and TARTA to provide bus services, when appropriate.

Once a child in placed in foster care, the Court offers innovative mediation services to foster
families in order to prevent foster placements from disrupting, thereby, reducing school changes.
When restoration is not possible in a foster placement, the PtSI program coordinator and social
worker work closely with Toledo Public Schools and Lucas County Children Services to ensure that
the child’s transition is as smooth as possible.

In hopes of fostering a trauma-informed community, PtSI provides on-going training to service
providers and community stakeholders. Additionally, the PtSI program coordinator and social
worker works closely with LCCS Educational Specialist, teachers and school personnel to develop
trauma-informed approaches to school misbehaviors in order to reduce out-of-school suspensions
and improve academic outcomes for youth in care.

Lastly, the Data Committee developed an on-online referral process where teachers, caregivers,
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Court personnel, child welfare workers, and CASA/GALs can request assistance. The referral page
is located on the Lucas County website and allows individuals to make referrals 24 hours a day.
Once the referral is made an automatic notification is sent to the PtSI Program Coordinator, the
PtSI Social Worker, the CASA Department, and a LCCS designee. This allows for a rapid response to
all referrals thereby ensuring that services are provided as quickly as possible. The on-line
referral system automatically logs the referrals and captures all required data elements to report
process outcomes. The Data Committee meets monthly to review program progress and make any
necessary changes.
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JUVENILE DETENTION ALTERNATIVES INITIATIVE (JDAI)

Program Achievements of 2013

In 2013, the Court completed the Qualitative and Quantitative System Assessment, a top to bottom
approach of analyzing our Court’s systems. The information gleaned from this process provides a
baseline to launch reform efforts in order to serve more children and their families in the
community, while maintaining public safety. The Deep End Initiative purposefully sought out new
ways to include staff from all levels (front line, administrative, middle management), unlike with
previous JDAI efforts. As a result, the Deep End Initiative is not confined to one department or
facility of the Court but permeates many departments and divisions. The data from the System
Assessment highlighted where disproportionality lies within the Juvenile Justice System. This
information contributes to efforts to identify and change the underlying disparities driving many
minority youth into the deep end of the system.

As part of reform efforts, the Resource Staffing Committee underwent restructuring with careful
considerations to identify a core team of people, from a variety of disciplines, experiences, and
backgrounds. Finally, the Deep End Initiative operated alongside traditional JDAI stakeholders to
ensure that the two initiatives did not work in siloed efforts, but remained steadfast on the vision
and clear connection between detention and the deep end of the system.
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COMMUNITY INTEGRATION AND TRAINING FOR

EMPLOYMENT (CITE)

Charlie Johnson, CITE Program Manager/Therapist

Program Achievements of 2013

e Second Chance re-entry training program completed.

e Several clients successfully completed the YouthBuild Job Training Program, including earning
their GED.

e Twelve youth became employed in the TANF summer job program.

e Sixth annual CITE boatbuilding program held.

e Received the Department of Labor 2013 “Face Forward” Grant award.

Since 2001, the CITE Program at the Lucas County Juvenile Court provides job readiness training
and linkage to employment and community service activities for adjudicated youth. CITE
collaborates with both public and private organizations to serve its clients.

In 2013, over fifty youth completed the Second Chance job readiness training and gained
employment in the community. Several youth also completed their GED while in the program.
Some clients currently take classes at Owens Community College. Local employers who hire CITE
graduates include Lockrey Manufacturing, Vistula Management, Ohlman’s Nursery and
Greenhouses, UPS, Fed-EX Ground, and Home Depot. Additionally, several youth enrolled in a
YouthBuild construction training program. Three of these youth completed their GED and
currently seek employment.

Twelve CITE youth became employed in the TANF summer job program sponsored by Ohio Job
and Family Services. Hired by local businesses and community agencies, these youth worked in a
ten week summer program earning as much as $3000.00 for the summer.

Six at risk and court involved girls completed construction of a 16 foot cedar strip canoe in the
annual CITE boat building program. The girls built the boat at the Sofia Quintero Center sponsored
by the “Gone Giving” fund. The workers constructed their own paddles, launched the boat and
raffled it at the end of the year. One highlight of the project was a field trip to Erie, Pennsylvania
where the girls participated in a waterfront festival with other young boat builders. Part of their
boat building experience included a weekly “Girls Circle” support group led by two women. This is
a best practices model recognized by OJ]JDP.

In partnership with WSOS, Cite received a 2013 Department of Labor “Face Forward” Grant which
provides job readiness training, remedial education, record expungement, certificate training and
linkage to employment for youth ages 16 - 24.

In 2013 the CITE Program through a “Gone Giving” Fund award to Toledo BIKES!, (a nonprofit
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bicycle co-op) developed a Build-a-Bike Program for 50 youth referred by CITE and other youth
serving agencies. The youth receive a twelve hour course in basic bicycle mechanics and get to
build their own bicycle. They also receive a lock and bicycle safety instruction.

The CITE Program continues to seek opportunities to help youth find their proper role in the
community and develop skills needed for success.
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COMMUNITY DETENTION

Program Achievements of 2013

e (D staff continue to be flexible and support other programs within the Court or with outside
agencies.

Community Detention began operations in August 2000 in an effort to reduce Lucas County Secure
Detention population. Based upon Annie E. Casey Foundation’s Juvenile Detention Initiative (JDAI)
research, Lucas County began managing the detention population by transferring youth to
Community Detention. The primary purpose of Community Detention is to provide a safe
alternative to Secure Detention for low to moderate youth awaiting trial.

Youth involved in Level 2 of Community Detention report to the East Toledo Family Center for
four to eight- hours of pro-social programming daily (hours vary depending on the youth’s school
schedule). Community Detention continues to use cognitive based Rational Behavior Training
(RBT) as the foundation of its discipline management plan. To supplement RBT, Community
Detention staff also continue teaching the Thinking for a Change curriculum. Community
Detention staff have been very successful with helping clients get enrolled back in school and with
their attendance. Youth involved in Community Detention also participated in a wide variety of
pro-social community activities, including, but not limited to: delivering Thanksgiving and
Christmas baskets to the needy, Toledo city-wide clean up, counting Books For Buddies,
Lifebridges through the Cherry Street Mission, the Toledo youth leadership conference and
collaborating with the Toledo Art Museum. Tutoring is also offered through Title 1.

In April of 2009, Level 4 was added to Community Detention. Level 4 consists of an electronic
monitoring system. When plugged into a phone line, the device monitors the absence or presence
of an individual at home. This device helps ensure compliance to schedules, house arrest, and
curfews. In October of 2013, a contract was signed with BI Inc. to add cell units. These units use a
cell signal to monitor the client. The client does not need a cell phone or a home phone. In
December of 2013, a contract was signed to add Global Position System, or GPS, units. ExacuTrack
One tracks client location and movements within the community in near real time. ExacuTrack
One can collect location data as frequently as once every 15 seconds, giving agencies detailed
information about a client’'s movement. The unit relays the collected data to the central
monitoring computer as frequently as once per minute In order to successfully complete the Level
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4 program, participants must attend court hearings as scheduled, must not recidivate, or must
complete definable events. Community Detentions operations serve as an alternative to Secure
Detention and assist in ensuring manageable populations. This is possible through weekly
population control meetings where decisions are made about youth transfers into Community
Detention. Lucas County’s judicial officials recognize some non-violent youth are better served by
the programming offered through Community Detention Level 2 (the Direct Reporting Center),
Level 3 (Home Detention), and Level 4 (Electronic Monitoring) than the alternative of Secure
Detention.
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JUVENILE TREATMENT COURT

Program Achievements of 2013

e The Juvenile Treatment Court partnered with five community treatment agencies and the
Youth Advocate program for mentoring services.

e Communication between juvenile treatment court and community partners continued to
improve with both parties, making compromises when necessary.

programs, GAIN and Seven Challenges, through grant funding received to expand the juvenile
treatment court.

e Sharing of data and information came to the forefront of the JTC team with the hiring of the
grant data manager. The Program can now share data and information in a timely manner.

e The Court incorporated the Reclaiming Futures mantra of more treatment, better treatment,
and beyond treatment across the board and provided coordinated case management services
to court involved, substance abusing youth.

The Juvenile Treatment Court (JTC) has had several successes in 2013. The biggest
accomplishment is incorporating the Reclaiming Futures model into our existing juvenile drug
court. All treatment providers became licensed and trained in using the Global Appraisal of
Individual Needs evidence based family of assessment tools, as well as the Seven Challenges model
for AOD treatment.

The JTC Program also partnered with the Youth Advocate Program to provide mentoring services
to JTC participants.
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MEDIATION

Program Achievements of 2013

e Expansion of the Access to Visitation Program.

e Expansion of Truancy Prevention Through Mediation Program.

Mediation is a form of dispute resolution where a trained mediator helps people find a solution to
the problems they face. We in Lucas County are fortunate in that our county agencies work
together to improve residents’ lives.

Through collaborative efforts between the Juvenile Court, the Child Support Enforcement Agency
and Job and Family Services, the Access to Visitation Mediation Program helps children and their
parents by establishing parenting plans through the use of the mediation process. This program
gives parents the opportunity to devise a parenting plan that is unique to their own family without
having a Court hearing.

Through a partnership between the Court, Toledo Public Schools and Job and Family Services, the
Truancy Prevention through Mediation Program helps families who are struggling to get their
children to school. Through the Mediation process, parents and guardians come together with
school personnel and mediate a way to get their children to school every day and on time.

The Court, through partnerships with the University of Toledo, the University of Toledo School of
Law, and Davis College, also offers students an opportunity to put knowledge from school to work
on the job creating a fuller educational experience for the student and a better prospective
employee for local businesses.

By offering ongoing training, we not only improved our mediators’ skills, we also expanded our
pool of available mediators.

The Juvenile Court Mediation Department looks forward to serving the residents of Lucas County
in 2014.
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FAMILY VIOLENCE PROGRAM

Program Achievements of 2013

e Provided safety plan with all youth charged with domestic violence (DV).

Attended hearings with families throughout the process.

Assessed families for DV group or individual.

Facilitated DV group, individual sessions, and family violence court.

Worked with DuPage County, lllinois, the University of Massachusetts, MacArthur Foundation
and other sites around the country on developing the Adolescent Domestic Battery Tool.

The Family Violence program meets with every youth that comes into the Juvenile Court with a
new Domestic Violence charge. The team show youth and parents a video teaching the program’s
safety plan. Afterwards, the team creates a safety plan with the family and will be signed by the
parents. The family will be offered a mediation and be provided with support throughout the court
process by staff that attend hearings and make recommendations.

The Family Violence program increased the number of youth provided with respite. Families in
need of respite due to conflict or fear of youth coming home after an arrest may be provided with
anywhere between 10 and 30 days of respite. Families will also be assessed for other referrals or
for in house domestic violence program services and then referred appropriately.

The DV group is a 21-week intensive educational group that requires both parent and youth to
attend weekly. Families who may not be appropriate for the DV group due to mental health,
scheduling, and other issues can instead be referred to individual services. These families meet
with the DV team and learn a variety of tools from the DV curriculum that reduce violence and
abuse and increase skills, such as communication, problem solving, and accountability to family.
Families not doing well in programming or ones in need of further support from the Court may be
referred to the Family Violence court. This is a bi-monthly court hearing where the youth report
on their behaviors, positive and negative.

Lucas County Family Violence program entered into a research project with the MacArthur
Foundation, the University of Massachusetts, and several DV programs around the country. The
DV team uses the typology tool created to assess the characteristics of youth charged with
Adolescent Domestic Battery (or Domestic Violence as it is charged in Ohio).
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JSOT PROGRAM

Program Achievements of 2013

The Juvenile Court’s Juvenile Sexual Offender Team (JSOT), in collaboration with Harbor, provides
comprehensive sexual offender and mental health services to youth and families. As part of that
challenge, the treatment team now offers a number of different groups designed to address
specific offender dynamics and developmental issues. Specific groups offered include lower
cognitive functioning, female, young adolescent, young adult, parent, regular cognitive functioning,
and aftercare. Therapeutic groups are held up to two times per week, and are supported by
individual sessions and case management services.

This year has seen a continued emphasis on integrating the EPICS curriculum and Motivational
Interviewing into both individual interventions and the group treatment process. During the last
twelve months, JSOT participated with a researcher affiliated with the University of Cincinnati in
gathering treatment and recidivism data with the goal of having a report completed in 2014.
Lastly, JSOT began the development of a Juvenile Sex Offender Typology to assist with a treatment
recommendations and applying the most appropriate interventions based on risk, need and
responsivity while continuing to focus on community safety and offender accountability.

Program Achievements of 2013

o Developed initial screening criteria for appropriate placement in the Community Treatment
Center Program (CTC).

e Standardized how Re-Entry Treatment Center youth earn reduced days in programming.

e Restructured Re-Entry Treatment Center Case Reviews to be family-driven.

e Increased focus on graduated responses as an alternative to secure detention when youth are
being resistance or non-compliant with court orders.

e Continued to engage with local community agencies of the Youth Advocate Program,
University of Cincinnati and Toledo Public Schools.

The Re-Entry Treatment Center Program (RTC) began in May of 2011, to provide an evidence-
based community treatment program for youth being released from the Youth Treatment Center
(YTC) as they transition back to the community. Youth released from YTC present risk of
commitment to DYS.

Youth range in age from 12 to 21. The Court contracted with the University of Cincinnati and The
Youth Advocate Program to provide a highly structured, non-residential, community-based
program to support successful re-entry back into the community. This program provides Cognitive
Behavioral Interventions (CBI), specifically Pathways curriculum, groups, role plays and EPICS
Model of supervision for Probation Officers. This approach is consistent with the cognitive
programming being utilized at YTC and reinforces the same message and method in the
community.

In addition to the treatment and education model, the RTC program provides intensive
supervision to provide accountability as a way to address community safety with the objective to
prevent future delinquent behavior. The Court also contracted with Toledo Public Schools to
provide an Educational Specialist. This specialist supplied individual support to the youth
transitioning back into to their home school. The youth must report to RTC seven days a week for
the first 30 days and are eligible to earn reduced days as they progress through the three to four
month transition period. Youth are also provided a wide variety of pro-social community activities,
including but not limited to: recreation time, tending a community garden, visiting museums,
visiting colleges, glass blowing demonstrations, the Employment Success program through the
local library, and attending and participating in the Mayor's Coalition on Hope. Youth also have the
opportunity to complete community services hours.

Youth and parents are also required to attend and participate in Case Reviews, which are family-
driven to address and support the whole family's needs as youth transition back into the
community safely. Youth are held accountable through the Court's Graduated Responses process,
which include but are not limited to family accountability, increased days at RTC programming,
review hearings, violation motion being filed, community detention (house arrest) and detention.
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Through ongoing consultation, the University of Cincinnati is monitoring program effectiveness
and appropriate delivery of the model, and coaching of RTC staff.

Community Treatment Center Program (CTC) began in October of 2013. This program has been
implemented to provide an alternative to intervene in a youth's delinquent behavior without
removing the youth from home and averting sending a youth to secured placement or DYS. Youth
are placed into CTC based on specific screening criteria. The Court continues to seek community
involvement to provide an evidenced based community treatment alternative by contracting with
the University of Cincinnati and The Youth Advocate Program. Together, we strive to provide
highly structured, non-residential, community-based alternative that focuses on Cognitive
Behavioral Interventions (CBI), specifically Pathways curriculum, EPICS Model of supervision for
Probation Officers. Youth receive approximately 100 hours of treatment targeting criminogenic
need over 4 months. Youth are also held accountable through the Court’s Graduated Responses
process, which include but not limited to family accountability, review hearings, violation being
filed, community detention (house arrest), detention and the possibility of youth being placed in
secure placement at YTC. Through ongoing consultation the University of Cincinnati is monitoring
program effectiveness in addressing criminogenic needs as it was designed by the model and
providing ongoing oversight of groups and coaching of CTC staff.
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FAMILY DRUG COURT

Department Achievements of 2013

e The Lucas County Family Drug Court completed its thirteenth year of operation and continues to
collaborate with existing partners, as well as new partners in the community to benefit the
families in our dependency and neglect court system.

e Lucas County Family Drug Court was granted initial certification by the Specialized Docket
Section of the Supreme Court of Ohio pursuant to Rule 36.24 of the Rules of Superintendence of
the Courts of Ohio.

e Protective Supervision cases referred and accepted into Lucas County Family Drug Court
increased in 2013. These children remain in the custody of the parent while the parent
completes case plan services.

e The percentage of successful terminations from Lucas County Family Drug Court continued to
increase over the past two years.

e The Lucas County Family Drug Court team expanded training and knowledge in evidence-based
Medication Assisted Treatment and collaborated with agencies that offer these services.

2013 marked Lucas County Family Drug Court’s thirteenth year in operation. The Lucas County
Family Drug Court began in March of 2000 and continues to collaborate with partners, to benefit the
families in our dependency and neglect court system.

One important success of the program over the past year was the significant teamwork required to
be granted initial certification by the Specialized Docket Section of the Supreme Court of Ohio
pursuant to Rule 36.24 of the Rules of Superintendence of the Courts of Ohio. The certification
application required a complete revision of the Lucas County Family Drug Court Program
Description, Client Handbook and Policies and Procedures to come into compliance with the
Specialized Docket Certification Process.

Another important highlight is the increase in Protective Supervision cases referred and accepted
into Lucas County Family Drug Court. An increase in protective supervision cases mean that costs
are decreased for out-of-home placements, as well as increases in child outcomes when children are
allowed to remain in their home.

An additional success for the program would be the increasing percentage of successful
terminations over the past two years. There were a total of seven parents in 2013 who successfully
completed our program. This resulted in nine children who either reunified or remained in the
home with their parents. Finally, due to the increase in parents whose drug of choice was heroin or
other opiates (75%), the Lucas County Family Drug Court team continued to increase their training
and knowledge in evidence based Medication Assisted Treatment and to collaborate with agencies
offering these services.

Information is collected and entered into the Lucas County Juvenile Information System (JIS). The Court
is able to report the collected data in different ways. For the purpose of the annual report, data is
reported by both offenses and cases disposed during a calendar year. A case may be filed with more
than one offense (or count). For example, if a case is filed with two counts of criminal damage and one
count of possession of criminal tools, it is viewed as a single case with one case number but with three
distinct counts (01, 02, and 03). For statistical counting purposes, this example would be counted as one
case and a total of three offenses (or counts).

VOLUME OF OFFENSES

Juvenile offenses disposed during 2013 totaled 5,634, a decrease of 811, or 13%, from 2012. Of these, a
total of 4,131, or 73%, of the offenses were disposed by formal court proceedings and 1,503, or 27%, of
the offenses were handled informally. This closely matches the previous year’s breakdown with 72% of

the offenses being handled formally during 2012.

DELINQUENT VS. STATUS OFFENSE

Of the total offenses, 4,720, or 84%, were delinquency and 914, or 16%, were status offenses. This
closely matches the previous year’s breakdown with 85% of total offenses that were disposed as
delinquent during 2012.

FILING STATISTICS

Information is collected and entered into the Lucas County Juvenile Information System (JIS). The
capability exists to have that data reported in a number of ways. For the purpose of the annual report,
data is reported: by offenses and cases disposed during the calendar year. A case may be filed with more
than one offense (or count). For example, if a case is filed with two counts of criminal damage and one
count of criminal tools (it is a single case with one case number with three distinct counts 01, 02, and
03). For statistical counting purposes this is counted as one case and three offenses.

VOLUME OF NEW OFFENSES FILED

A total of 5,461 new offenses were filed during 2013, a decrease of 1,061 offenses, or 19%, from 2012.
Of these 5,461 new filings a total of 4,032, or 74%, were designated to be handled by formal court
proceedings and 1,429, or 26%, were designated to be diverted for information handling. This compares
to 73% of the cases being disposed by formal court action during 2011.
