A. Call to Order - 2:41 pm

B. Minutes from May 13, 2014 meeting - for approval

Motion to approve distributed minutes by Keith Earley, second by Warren Henry.
Motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.

C. Procurement of Insurance -

Keith informed the Board that the County Commissioners insurance policy will cover
this Board per an email dated 6/6/14 from Diane Robinson, Risk & Insurance
Specialist for the County.

D. Establishment of LCTID Accounts -

Mark stated nothing is new as he is awaiting LCTID approval of agreement with
Hurst, Kelly, & Company, LLC then he will proceed with establishment of accounts
with a private bank.

Agreement with Hurst, Kelly & Company, LLC for accounting services
for LCTID ~ Resolution 2014-06

Hurst, Kelly & Company has experience with other TID"s and public entities, and
confident they understand procedures needed. Mark wants Hurst, Kelly & Co to set
up the template first to establish the audit trail. Lucas County Auditor has confirmed
LCTID should be separate from the County. LCE will front the funds for Hurst, Kelly &
Company to do the work, and seek credit from LCTID in future.

Motion to approve resolution 2014-06 by Keith Earley, second by Warren Henry.
Motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.

Appointment of two nonvoting members of the LCTID by
the Speaker of the Ohio House of Representatives and the President
of the Senate of the Ohio General Assembly.



Rich Martinko reported that Representative Barbara Sears is interested in serving on
the LCTID as a non-voting member and requested a change in meeting times to
either Monday or Friday to allow her to attend. Senator Randy Gardner is not
interested in serving due to other commitments. Discussion by the Board that
Toledo, as the largest City in the District, should be represented on the Board.
Warren Henry will contact Bob Reinbolt with the suggestion that Ed Moore, Director
of Public Utilities be appointed to this remaining non-voting seat, but we would
accept an individual as the City would suggest.

Once the names individuals are determined. Keith will get information to Rusty who
will create letter to the Ohio General Assembly and meet with them to obtain the
appointments.

G. Re-establishment of LCTID meeting schedule due to nonvoting members schedule.
Monday or Friday meeting versus current Wednesday.

Discussion by Board members resulted in establishing a new meeting time of the third
Monday of the month at 1:30pm.

Motion to approve new meeting time by Bill Brennan, second by Rich Martinko.
Motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.

H. LCTID Registration with ODOT

Jeff reported that our registration with ODOT was approved per May 28th, 2014 email
from Glenda Bumgarner.

I. LCTID Program
Jeff reported on TRAC application status:
e DORR STREET INTERCHANGE WITH I-475 IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

e US 20A (ILLINOIS AVENUE) INTERCHANGE WITH I-475 IMPROVEMENT
PROJECT

US 20A TRAC applications submitted on May 28th, 2014.
Dorr Street application submitted on May 29th, 2014.

US 20A application looks strong. The Dorr Street application not as strong.
Jeff found in the 1998 Airport Study that a Springfield Interchange was an
identified second priority project therefore used that wording in the TRAC
application for multi-model points. However, the lack of a commitment
letter from the City of Toledo took points away from the application.

Jeff reported on the ODOT Jobs & Commerce TID grant applications:

Applied for FY 2015 funds for Interchange Justification Study should
projects receive TRAC approval. Initiate studies prior to ODOT process to
hire consultant for the PE. Tentatively plan to select firm on ODOT task
order list to complete the studies.

e US 20A application submitted May 29th, 2014.
e Dorr Street application submitted May 30th, 2014.



In May of 2015, we anticipate to make applications for $250,000 in grant funds for
the PE of approved TRAC projects for FY 2016 funds.

Next steps:
e Local partner for Dorr Street project for $1.5M.
Rich reported that there is an upcoming meeting between Andy Glenn
of Springfield Township and Mayor Collins to try to reach an

agreement on JEDD shares that could lead to a Toledo commitment.

e Structure of TRAC presentation September 10th. To discuss at
future meetings.

H. Other Business

Discussed the potential of LCTID with the Hensville and Promedica downtown
improvements.

Keith and Warren reported on a meeting they held on May 30th with Regional
Growth Partnership Mike Jay, and Jeff Loehrke of ODOT Jobs & Commerce. Basically
providing status of the LCTID and the two interchange projects.
