* Searching with Wild Cards *
A wildcard (denoted in AREIS with an asterisk
*) can be substituted for a single character or
string of characters. Examples within AREIS in-
clude an uncommon name spelling or an un-
known address search.

Enter - B*ow / Returns - Brown, Barrow, Below...
Enter - B*o*ski / Returns - Bojarski, Bronowski...

There are "uncommon” uses for a wildcard also.
When performing an owner search, AREIS looks
at the legal name on the deed to determine
an actual owner. A search for Smith, Jane may
not return results if the property was deeded as
Smith, David and Jane. Whereas, dropping in a
wildcard, Smith*Jane, will locate the property.

Advanced Searching
An advanced search allows the user to select
specific criteria, such as acreage or bedroom
count. Advanced searches can also be saved/
loaded for future use.

Advanced Search filters in AREIS:
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Selecting & Sorting Multiple Properties
When doing an advanced search returning sev-
eral parcels or selecting multiple properties from
the map, it is easy to maintain and sort the re-
sults. Multiple results will be displayed in a Results
list. Clicking the individual header categories of
the result list will reorder the results in either as-
cending or descending order, per that specific

category.

Market Area Sales
Market Area is a statistical
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tool used to classify geo-
graphic areas, varying mar-
ket types within the City, and
the unique attributes of each
area and/or neighborhood.
Market Areas are designated |2
according to clustering simi-
lar characteristics, including
housing sales prices, lot size,
vacancy, percent that is non-residential, build-
ing permit activity, foreclosures and subsidized
rental stock. The market area sales report details
sales over the past 3 years.

A property’s market area can be found on the
Summary page in the General section.

Sales history and Advanced Searching
AREIS will pull sales over the past three years from
a specific marketing area using the ACTIONS
- Market Area Sales option, but there may be

instances when a different fime frame or area
may be necessary. Using the advanced search,
specific sales can be pulled a number of ways.

To change the time frame of the sales report,
perform an advanced search using a proper-
ty's market area, and a specific Sales Date from
within the Advanced Search opftions. Additional
criteria can also be added to further refine the
search.

Property Afttributes Export - Produces a .csv file
detailing all property aftributes.
Mailing List - Produces an .csv file with the cur-
rent mailing address of the property owner.
Lucas Composite - Limited to 3 properties at a
fime, produces a one page graphic report in

Transfers
The transfer page is a history of ownership. It de-
tails fransfer dates, price (if available), sellers,
buyers, and the type of sale (deed type). Sales
prior fo 2000 were recorded on historical transfer
cards, available in the Transfer Cards section.

Conveyance documents can also be viewed.
A deed of conveyance is used to fransfer as-
sefs. It contains a legal description, all the rights
that come with the property, amount of con-
sideratfion (purchase price), and all other terms
and conditions.
